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Parents and Students,

As state testing approaches, I wanted to take a moment to review testing policies regarding the importance of state testing and of testing security. State exams and End-of-Course exams are very important for all students, and have a direct effect on student grades, promotion, class placement, and graduation. Students and teachers have been working very hard the whole year to prepare and gain the knowledge and skills they need to be successful in class and on state exams. 

With that in mind, test security is our number one priority for all students. Cheating or suspected cheating of any kind will not be tolerated and can lead to serious consequences for students. As a reminder, students are NOT ALLOWED to have or use ANY technology during testing. Technology should be left at home, in a locker, or in a backpack for ALL testing. Even if the technology is turned off, and even if the student does not use the technology, if it is on their person anytime during a test, their test will be immediately invalidated, no questions asked. 

The state script specifically says “You may not have any electronic or recording devices, other than the device you are using to take the test, at your desk, in your pockets, or anywhere you can reach them at any time during this test, even if they are turned off or you do not use them. Electronic and recording devices include but are not limited to cell phones, smart glasses, tablets not used for testing, smartwatches, cameras, and any device capable of listening, recording, storing, viewing, or playing back audio or visual content. You may not use Bluetooth/wireless headphones/earbuds during testing. If you have access to or use any electronic or recording devices at any time during this test, including breaks, your test will not be scored. Check your pockets and your work area now to make sure you don’t have any electronic devices. If you have any devices with you right now, please turn them off and raise your hand.” 

Technology aside, students are not to talk, signal, or interact with any other students at any time during testing. This behavior will be considered cheating, and students will be removed from the testing location and their test will be invalidated. Students should remain 100% focused on their own exam during their allotted testing period, behaving as if no other students are in the room. Interruptions in a testing room can have effects on all students, not just those students who are not following the rules, and these types of distractions are unfair to those students and teachers who have been working hard all year.
