Take a flashlight,
a snack, and a few

favorite books
to read outside.

Look for pictures that
stars make in the sky.

Take a "counting" walk.
Pick something to count

(cars, signs, flowers,
birds, bikes) and as you
walk, keep track of how

many you see.

Play "Hide and Seek"
with your child. Hide an

object and give your
child three easy-to follow

clues to find it.

Using an old
magazine or

newspaper, have
your child circle 
all the letters in

his/her name.

Visit the library to
check out a book to
read at home with
someone special.

Practice using scissors
correctly as you cut

out different pictures
from a magazine. 

Make a collage 
with the pictures.

Sing a simple song with
your child. Count the

words that rhyme.
Make up a new 

song of your own using
words that rhyme.

What shape is your
paper? Your table?

An egg? The sun?
Find 10 other objects

and name their
shapes.

Practice your
address and

telephone
number with

your child. 

Practice writing
your first name

and last name as
neatly as you can.

Write the
alphabet in

lowercase letter.  
Name each letter

as you write it.

Look at all the
pictures in a book

before someone
reads it to you.  What
do you think it will be

about?

Play the game “I Spy”
with shapes.  (i.e. “I

spy something round
with numbers on it”)

Can you name
the sounds that

the letters of the
alphabet make?

Write your
name and last

name using
different color
for each letter.

Make a number
book. Write a

number on each
page and decorate

with the correct
number of stickers.

Play "I Spy" using
word endings...

something ending
with __?

Play freeze
dance. This helps

develop self-
regulation!

Play board games 
at home with your

child.Talk about the
importance of 

taking turns.

Ask your child to 
find an object that

begins with the letter 
“t”. Then have him/her

find one that starts 
with a “b”. Use several

more letters to have her
practice beginning

sounds.

Prepare a “study spot” for your child and supply it with crayons, paper,
scissors, and other kindergarten “tools.” Set aside time each day for your
child to draw or write there. Once school starts, this can become the time

and place where your child does his/her homework.
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Play-Dough
Have your child roll the
playdough into logs to
make letters, numbers,

and shapes.

Tell your child
numbers between 

1-10 and have
him/her make the

same number of
play-dough balls.

Play-Dough
Help your child use  

play-dough to create 3
dimensional sculptures

such as trees, people,
and animals.

Play-Dough
Roll the play-dough into
a log. Use it to measure

things around the house.
Find things that are

longer than the log and
shorter than the log..

Make characters
with playdough
and act out or
retell a story.

Play the “rhyming
game”. Say a word 

and ask your child to
say a word that rhymes,

such as bat-cat.

Ask your child 
to dress himself

without your help.

Say a word and 
have your child 
tell you a word

that is the opposite
(hotcold, big-little, 

tall-short).

Give your child a 
bag with 20 items in it 

(rocks, beads,buttons). 
Show him/her a number
and have him/her count 
out the correct number 

of items from the bag.

Have your child  make
a pattern using shapes 

(ex:square, circle, 
triangle, repeat).

Read to your child 
a book and ask 

him/her questions 
about the characters 

in the book.

Engage your child in
shared reading. Read

and ask questions 
about a book you are 

reading together.

Begin a school morning routine with your child
“I can get dressed.” Have your child dress him/herself for school
I can brush my  teeth.” Help your child  set up his toothbrush  and brush his/her teeth by
her/ himself
Begin a school “bedtime routine” to get your child into the habit  for school

Comparing objects 
to say which is

bigger or smaller,
longer or shorter,
lighter or heavier.

Have your child
identify the position of
objects by using words
like beside, inside, next

to, above and below.

required to spell the

word, say it aloud, and
write the word in the
air with their fingers.

Read a book with
your child and find  
sight words using
sight words cards.

Shaving Cream Spelling
Spray a dollop of shaving  cream on your 

kitchen counter or table and have your child 
smear it into a thin layer. Have him use his 

index finger to practice writing letters, shapes, 
his/her name and sight words..
