The statewide assessment information provided by the Department in sections 1 through 4 should not be altered; however, districts may otherwise modify and populate this

template to accurately indicate their assessment schedules for the school year.

District Window

The selected dates within the statewide window during which a district will administer a given assessment.

Depending on the design, interim assessments can be used to predict a student’s ability to succeed
on a summative assessment, to evaluate a program, or to diagnose student learning gaps.

1008.25(9)(b)1., F.S., the progress monitoring assessments for VPK through grade 2 must be
administered at least three times within a program year or school year, as applicable, with the first administration occurring no later than the
first 30 instructional days after a student’s enrollment or the start of the program or school year, the second administration occurring midyear,
and the third administration occurring within the last 30 days of the program or school year. In accordance with s. 1008.25(9)(b)2., F.S., the
progress monitoring assessments for grades 3 through 10 must be administered at the beginning, middle, and end of the school year.
