Education Foundation Scholarship Application Tips
Finish early so you can complete any additional items required.  
After submitting your application, changes can still be made up until January 31st.
You can also reupload your transcript up until January 31st.

If you haven’t received your recommendation survey from your recommender, you can resend the recommendation to the same person or resend it to a different person.  When you send the recommendation email, contact your recommender so they know to look for your email.  Many times these emails go to junk/spam.  You can submit your application without a recommendation; however, this will decrease your chances of receiving a scholarship.

After submitting your application, your dashboard will contain all the information needed regarding scholarships – applied, not qualified, additional items needed, awarded, denied, etc.  Make sure to check this often.
Connect with your college and career counselor.

· Statement – accuracy is very important

· Volunteer hours – hours served/variety of places served
· Activities and clubs participated – years involved/variety
