Here is a better statement example:  
When I was in the fifth grade, we took a field trip to the Sanford Zoo.  I was fascinated by all of the animals, but I was more impressed by the zookeepers.  Since that day, I decided I wanted to become a zookeeper.  During high school, I volunteered at the Sanford Zoo, Gatorland, and Wild Florida assisting the zookeepers in any and every area possible.  The University of Florida in Gainesville is one of the top zookeeper schools in Florida.  Knowing their strict admissions requirements, I have stayed focused on my studies and worked very hard to maintain my 4.40 GPA.  I have already applied to the University of Florida and am waiting to hear of my acceptance.  Any scholarship awarded will be most appreciated as this will help me to achieve my career goal to become a zookeeper.

Don’t use abbreviations.
Start sentences with capital letters.
Don’t write like you text - use full sentences.
