z Course Types

▪ “Full term” = full semester course (Fall = August – December)

▪ Flex course = short term (August-September 

September-December, etc.) NOT ALLOWED

▪ Face-to-Face

▪ Online Course

▪ Mixed Mode

▪ Real Time Virtual

▪ DE students are not eligible for courses less than 3 credits

▪ FALL and SPRING Semester – Full Term only

▪ SUMMER Semester – Any term allowed

▪ Maximum amount per Valencia

▪ Fall & Spring– 13 credits (4 classes)

▪ Summer – 7 credits (2 classes)

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Valencia 
Dual Enrollment
Grades

PATHS receives a grade report from 
Valencia (only letter grades) each 
semester and manually inputs them.

We are notified if a student withdraws 
from a course.

We cannot see your Atlas info, class 
schedule, grades, etc. Atlas does not 
speak to FOCUS.

This is your college GPA & transcript!
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Add / Drop vs. 
Withdrawals

▪ “Dropping” a course is when the student drops it from their 

schedule during the add/drop period (before the course starts up 

to the first week of class)

▪ If a student drops a course it will no longer show on their 

schedule and will not be in their course history at all.

▪ “Withdrawals” occur when the student withdraws from the course 

after the add/drop period is over. 

▪ Withdrawals do NOT impact your GPA. However, they stay on 

your academic transcript FOREVER as a grade of W. They can 

also affect your future financial aid eligibility (free $$ for school) 

and may be questioned by college admissions officials. 

▪ 2 or more withdrawals will make a student ineligible for DE.
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PATHS Scheduling

▪ 4-course minimum:

▪ PATHS, oTECH and/or Valencia

▪ If you drop or withdraw, we must know (and will be notified) and 

if you are then below the 4-course policy, you will be added to a 

class at PATHS!

▪ Senior Year SPRING Semester

▪ ABSOLUTELY NO Graduation Requirement Courses allowed. Any 

remaining GRs MUST be taken at PATHS

▪ If you’re an “off-campus” student you need to stay connected for 

school activities, testing on campus, and grade level 

expectations.
