I look forward to working with all of you this year, as you approach the final year of your high school experience.  We will explore a number of interesting texts and materials; pursue in-depth analysis, evaluation, and application of the elements of literature, non-literary and literary texts/works in which we engage with the various areas of exploration: Readers, Writers, and Texts, Time and Space and Intertextuality(connecting texts); and we will prepare for successful completion the IB DP in which we will have exams in late Spring, which is the IB requirement for the IB Diploma.   I will do my best, and I expect yours; effort and respect will be the two main ingredients to our success this year.
Course Description and Aims: The language A: language and literature course aims at studying the complex and dynamic nature of language and exploring both its practical and aesthetic dimensions. The course will explore the crucial role language plays in communication, reflecting experience and shaping the world, and the roles of individuals themselves as producers of language. Throughout the course, students will explore the various ways in which language choices, text types, literary forms and contextual elements all effect meaning. Through close analysis of various text types and literary forms, students will consider their own interpretations, as well as the critical perspectives of others, to explore how such positions are shaped by cultural belief systems and to negotiate meanings for texts. The aims of studies in language and literature courses are to enable students to: 
· engage with a range of texts, in a variety of media and forms, from different periods, styles and culture
· develop skills in listening, speaking, reading, writing, viewing, presenting and performing 
·  develop skills in interpretation, analysis and evaluation
·  develop sensitivity to the formal and aesthetic qualities of texts and an appreciation of how they contribute to diverse responses and open up multiple meanings
· develop an understanding of relationships between texts and a variety of perspectives, cultural contexts, and local and global issues, and an appreciation of how they contribute to diverse responses and open up multiple meaning
· develop an understanding of the relationships between studies in language and literature and other disciplines
· communicate and collaborate in a confident and creative way
· foster a lifelong interest in and enjoyment of language and literature.

· Various novels based on the IB expectation/standard and the prescribed reading list per IB (these novels shall be purchased by student or checked out of public library)

Categories and Weights:

Policies and Procedures:

· Students are expected to attend class regularly and on time with their materials.

· Bell work will be presented upon the students’ arrival, and it is your prompt to begin working.

· Homework is due at the beginning of the period, and all assignments should be completed on time.

· Late submissions will be accepted up to three days after the due date, with each day resulting in one letter grade deduction for each day late up until the third day (excused absences will be granted full credit in accordance with excused absence policy per school district rule).
· Students are responsible for inquiring about missed assignments/information and completing the work.  I will post assignments in the grade book, be available to answer questions, and provide information in class or via online communication.
· Students will take care of the texts and materials

· All students will remain in their seats until the bell rings.
· Campus/hall and bathroom passes will be granted at the discretion of the teacher, and abuse of the passes will result in revocation of pass privileges.
· Bullying, discrimination, disrespect, disruptions, foul language, intimidation, and violence are not welcome in this classroom and will not be tolerated.

· Cheating and/or plagiarism on schoolwork will result in a zero for the assignment and parent notification.
