Mr. Welch called the meeting to order.

Minutes
The minutes from October 23™, 2024, meeting were approved with all ayes.

e Superintendent

Superintendent Shanoff greeted the Business Advisory Board members. He updated the Board on the
status of the High School ‘AAA’ project and shared that the district is currently waiting on permitting from
the Army Corps. The team is aggressively working this issue. Dr. Shanoff discussed the significant increase
in graduation rates. He also shared that the school board had discussed bringing back the Top 10 Junior
Breakfast, State of Education, and board member newsletters. He discussed the 3DE program currently
operating at Osceola High School and shared that we’d be opening one at Celebration High School. He
also shared that the district is in discussions with the Rosen College of Hospitality Management to create
a dual enrollment hospitality management pathway with UCF. In addition, he discussed the smart radar
systems being installed on our school buses.

e Impact Fee and Sales Tax Reports
Staff reviewed the Impact Fee & Sales Tax Reports for the period ending November 30, 2024.
Discussion on the current impact fee and sales tax collection rate vs. budget. The Board decided to
revisit the revenue projections at the February meeting next month. Ms. Graber indicated that this
timing would be helpful as staff will then incorporate the BAB’s input and recommendations into
building our next 5-year plan for the upcoming FY 2025-26 district budget. There was a motion to
review Impact Fees and Sales Tax revenue projections at next month’s meeting. All members voted in
favor.

e Budget
Sarah Graber stated that the district is beginning the process to issue sales tax bonds which will be used
to pay for the Osceola County Schools for the Arts and Reedy Creek Elementary School renovations. Ms.
Graber also discussed the status of the district’s operational budget. The 3™ FEFP Calc has not yet been
released which will true up the district’s state funding mid-year based on actual student counts vs.
projection. Once that is released, the student FTE forecasting window will open for FY 2026. We
anticipate the Governor releasing his budget within the coming week.
