e APPLY for the scholarship by submitting the Florida Financial Aid Application (FFAA) in your SENIOR YEAR

e Beginning October 1st of senior year and by no later than August 31 after high school graduation.

e Eligibility requirements must be met by high school graduation, but scores of ACT=/SAT+/P.E.R.T. tests taken
through June 30 are accepted for evaluation purposes.

e Don't use it right away? Re-apply within two years of high school graduation to have your award reinstated.

v' Bea Florida resident and a U.S. citizen or eligible noncitizen

v' Earn a standard Florida high school diploma or its equivalent from a Florida public high school or a registered Florida
Department of Education private high school.

v" Not have been found guilty of, or pled nolo contendere to, a felony charge, unless the student has been granted clemency by
the Governor and Cabinet sitting as the Executive Office of Clemency.

v' Be enrolled for at least 6 non-remedial semester credit hours (about 2 classes) per term (semester).
