For charter schools within a 

For high performing charter schools, administrative fees charged by the school district shall be calculated based upon 2% of available funds from the 

FEFP and  categorical funding for which charter students may be eligible.

Other:

FEFP and categorical funding are recalculated during the year to reflect the revised number of full-time equivalent students reported during the 

survey periods designated by the Commissioner of Education.

Revenues flow to districts from state sources and from county tax collectors on various distribution schedules.
